Because we
wish to introduce new topics from a wide range of
disciplines, proposals that are similar to the symposia
in the last two meetings will not be highly rated.

2. To promote internationalization, recruitment of
overseas speakers (regardless of nationality) will be
favored.

3. Variety in presenters’ (or joint organizers’) age,
gender, and institutional affiliation will be favored. We
place special emphasis on participation from female
or young researchers. In the spirit of interdisciplinary
cooperation, we encourage proposals from presenters
(or joint organizers) who are not members of the Japan
Neuroscience Society, but are members of relevant
academic societies of basic or clinical neuroscience.

through after the discussion. The membership rules
involving article 18, section 4: President also serves as
the head of the Program, and the former and the next
chair person would join the members of the committee.
Some pointed out that the both clauses need to be
revised along with the times.

. Chairperson of the 37th Annual Meeting Takahashi

announced the fiscal year 2014 accounts for the
meeting. Also he stated the status of the number of
sponsors for the next meeting and extended gratitude
to directors for the efforts.

. Director of Neuroscience Education Committee Chair

Miyakawa, announced the outcome of the issues
involving its management of the Brain Science
Dictionary raised at the former meeting. As the results,
the proposal that the committee is to be a management
was approved. Also the proposals made by Tanaka,
chairperson that the editorial committee is to be a
standing one and Dr. Yasunori Hayashi serves as the
chairperson. Both were approved. The committee plans
to announce that it would manage the dictionary at the
next meeting of the Union of Brain Science Associations
in Japan, and it would welcome ideas and others in this
matter from other committees.

. President Tanaka proposed the collaboration plan

President Tanaka reported that the venue for the 2019
meeting would be difficult to find in Tokyo and Osaka
due to the 2020 Olympic games. Toki Messe in Niigata
pre. is the potential candidate despite domestic travel
inconvenience for overseas attendees.

Director of research system committee chair Okabe
said that “July” was something to discourage people to
join the meeting. He learned it as Program Committee
Chair during invitation of the 38th meeting. Some said
something has to be done to change the status. Director
of Gender Equality Committee Chair Yoshimura,
however, said that the committee heard the strong
voices to hold the meeting during the summer vacation
time. It then confirmed the meeting would be held the
second half of July for the time being.

2. Image files should be in PICT, JPEG, or TIFF, and
should be compressed as much as possible. Please
send them separately from the text file.

3. As a rule, submissions will not be edited before

publication; it is your own responsibility to ensure that

they do not contain any errors or mistakes.

4. Submissions will be published in only one issue of
Neuroscience News.

5. The deadline for submissions is normally the 25th of
March, June, September and December; however, this
deadline is subject to change.
